Minutes for General Membership Meeting

March 8, 2007

The General Membership Meeting for the Wild Pointe Ranch Homeowner’s Association was held at the Model home on the property. There being a quorum of 14 owners represented in person or by proxy, Mr. Cantrell called the meeting to order at 6:05 Pm. In attendance were:

Roll call and certification of proxies was conducted at the door. Since a quorum was present, the proof of notice requirement was waived. 

Mr. Cantrell explained that the election of 1 Board member was to be conducted due to the 25% residency requirement being fulfilled. He called for nominations from the floor, with 2 members being nominated; Kristen Crookshank and Marjie Schwartz. Ms. Crookshank was absent; however her desire to run was related by another homeowner. Mrs. Schwartz gave a few words regarding her desire to run. The duties of the office were explained by Mr. Cantrell. 
A vote was taken and tallied, with Ms. Crookshank being the winner. Her representative agreed to inform her of the decision.

Mr. Nyquist announced the desire to form an ACC committee, and 4 volunteers came forward. Mr. Nyquist will select one member to the committee.

The open forum of the meeting was started, with the first item of discussion being the member dues. Several members expressed concern regarding the fact that they were told on closing that they were to pay $100, understanding that it was annual Association dues. Mr. Pretzler and Mr. Nyquist explained that it was merely working capital, and the annual dues amount was actually $175, to be billed by Z&R. 

They also explained that the ACC fee was to remain at $350, for initial building and landscape plans, and that the review application and fee should be routed through the office of Z&R, to then be distributed to the selected ACC Committee Member and the offices of C&A Companies.

Mr. Cantrell agreed to distribute an information letter to all homeowners explaining these two items. 

The topic of the budget was discussed and the homeowners expressed a desire to be informed of the financials on a more regular basis by Z&R. Mr. Cantrell suggested the establishment of an Association website, where financials and other pertinent information could be made readily available to the homeowners. 
The idea was discussed and approved, with C&A Companies funding the initial setup, and the Association paying for the subsequent annual maintenance fee. Mr. Cantrell will arrange for the setup of the website.

Mr. Nyquist expressed a tentative desire to hold quarterly meetings.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:07 Pm.
